DRIVING DIRECTIONS:

Highway 680 South from Sacramento: Take the Treat Exit in Walnut Creek. Make a left onto
North Main, then a left onto Treat. Proceed about three miles to Oak Grove Road. Make a right on Oak Grove
Road. Proceed about another mile and make a right on Ygnacio Valley Road. Shadelands Ranch Museum is
on the right shortly after Via Monte Road.

Highway 680 North from San Jose: Take Ygnacio Valley Road Exit and make a right on
Ygnacio. Continue on Ygnacio approximately 4 miles. Make a U-turn at Via Monte to enter Shadelands Ranch.

Highway 24 from Oakland: Go east past Lafayette and stay in the middle lane. Take the Ygnacio
Valley Road Exit and make a right onto Ygnacio Valley Road. Continue on Ygnacio for about four miles until
you arrive at Via Monte where you will make a U-turn to enter Shadelands.
